Ukrainian Youth Center – is non-profit, non-governmental organization that works on youth initiatives development, realization of innovative projects and unites active citizens of Ukraine on a voluntary basis (UYC). 

Our aim is to carry out programs and coordinate implementation of various projects in the youth field aimed at developing new areas of youth movement and support of youth innovation and creative initiatives, etc., establish a mechanism for the development of the youth movement in Ukraine in the process of democratization of civil society. 

The members of our organization are active young people who work on a volunteer basis to promote development of Ukrainian society, youth activities and our organization.
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Training Course “SAILing the Quality of Youth Work” is a course for professional development of youth workers and youth leaders who are making first steps in youth work. The training course will bring together from 22- 30 of March 2014 in Ukraine 24 youth workers and youth leaders, NGO representatives from Armenia, Azerbaijan, Bulgaria, Belarus, Estonia, Finland, Georgia, Germany, Latvia, Lithuania, Moldova, Ukraine. 
The main aim of the training course is to increase quality of youth work in project partners’ countries though development of participants’ competences and cooperation between partners in the field of youth work. 
The main topics addressed during the training course will be: 

· How to organize the youth work based on Non-formal learning approach; 

· The values, principles and methods of Non-formal education;

· What is the experiential learning cycle;

· The principles of effective communication in youth work;

· The levels of responsibility working with young people of different backgrounds;

· What are the different roles of Youth Worker and what is your role;

· Effective tools and instruments of Youth worker (such as coaching and mentoring);

· The realities and best practices of youth work in EU and EECA region countries;

· The recognition of Non-formal Learning (Youthpass) and different learning instruments.

TC will be facilitated by an experienced team of trainers using non-formal education methods.
The training course will take place near Berdiansk city near Azov see, Ukraine. The practical part of the course will take place in Berdiansk in local school.. 


There will be 24 participants altogether, 2 per country: Latvia, Bulgaria, Estonia, Armenia, Azerbaijan, Georgia, Ukraine,  Russian Federation, Moldova, Lithuania, Germany, Finland
Participants should be:
· Youth workers and youth leaders working directly with young people (at least for some time)

Interested in development of their organisations/institutions and youth work in their respective city, region, country and Europe

Motivated for further professional development

Aged - 18+

Start of the program: 22nd of March 2014
End of the program: 30th of March 2014 

Departure day: 31st of March 2014
! Please note that the organizers will not cover any accommodation and food costs outside then project dates (22 - 31st March  2014).
As soon as you get your confirmation letter, you may book your ticket and inform the organizers about your arrival and departure time. We require that you take part in whole training. If you wish to arrive earlier or leave later, you should arrange your own stay in Ukraine. 

Attention DON’T buy tickets before confirmation!


The training course will be implemented in the frame of the EU Youth in Action Programme.

Accommodation, food and activities are fully covered by the organizers. The organisers will reimburse 70% of participants' travel costs (cheapest mean of transportation, only economy class, no taxi, under the agreed budget) upon presentation of original tickets, invoices and boarding tags.

Please Note:

1. Bring original invoices and tickets, print out e‐tickets and keep your boarding passes. On all documents the price, currency, name of passenger, date of purchase and travel should be clearly visible, otherwise we will be unable to reimburse the costs.

2. Participant’s travel costs should not exceed the travel budget limits, the travel route and dates should also be in accordance. If you have problems to stay within the indicated travel limits please contact the organisers. Please note that the organisers might not be able to reimburse you fully 70% if your travel costs are above the approved budget.

Note if you bought your ticket in your local currency which might be different than EURO, we will calculate your travel costs according to the exchange rates from official European Commission web-site for the month of ticket purchase:

The Ukrainian Currency is called Ukrainian HRYVNIA. 
Approximate exchange rate is: 
1 USD = 8.00 UAH* 
1 EUR = 10.86 UAH* 

1. Intercultural Evening: drinks and food from your country and region and any other items that may help you to present your country during the intercultural evening. 

2. NGO fair: flyers, brochures, promotional materials, etc., to present your organization to the other participants. 

3. For travel and visa reimbursements: invoices, tickets and boarding tags related to your travel and visa for reimbursements

4. Health and Social insurance documents in case of emergency (the organisers will not cover insurance costs and/or medical costs in the country!). Ukraine is not in the European Union; hence the European Health Insurance Card is not valid!

5. Clothing: warm and comfortable clothes and shoes.
6. Medicine you need regularly as you may not find your usual medicines in local pharmacies.
